2 Introduction

The Aim of this Needs Assessment is to provide an accurate and concise assessment of the needs of children across Devon, focusing on services, strategies and investment to improve outcomes for children and young people and their families. This Needs Assessment will also provide an analysis of information and data to show the health and well-being status of local communities and will help to define where inequalities exist.
Rationale for Needs Assessment

The Children Act 2004 introduced a new approach to meeting the needs of children and young people, focusing on better outcomes. It established a duty on Local Authorities to make arrangements to promote cooperation between partner agencies in order to improve children’s well being, and a duty on key partners to take part in the co-operation arrangements. In accordance with Government guidance, Devon has established a Children’s Trust which includes all stakeholders involved in improving outcomes for children and young people. The undertaking of a thorough needs analysis as a starting point for planning local change for children is a Government expectation. The Devon Children and Young People’s Plan 2008-2011 is the strategic lead response to the identification of priorities to improve outcomes for children.

The Children’s Green Paper ‘Every Child Matters’ (2003) initiated the five outcomes for children and young people as the components of well-being and the purpose of cooperation between agencies. Being healthy; staying safe; enjoying and achieving; making a positive contribution and achieving economic well-being provide the new focus and are central to the programme of change for all children from maternity to age 19, and up to age 25 for those with severe special educational needs.

This Needs Assessment provides information to support the review of the priorities of the Children and Young People’s Plan and the Local Area Agreement 2008 – 2010 and should inform the commissioning strategies for Children’s Services from all Children’s Trust Partners. It is also part of the Joint Strategic Needs Assessment required of Devon County Council and NHS Devon.   The data that is in this document provides big chunks of information.  It requires questioning, analysis and additional information to become the intelligence we require.  This step is needed to ensure that we do not overlook the obvious and make false assumptions.  Year on year the needs assessment must become more sophisticated and fine tuned.  We have limited resources, assessing need is the first step for commissioning. The Needs Assessment provides valuable information for those who are involved in the designing and purchasing of services to ensure appropriate local solutions to the local circumstances. 

Children and families who are ‘in need’ tend to be disadvantaged in some way or another. For example, they may be poorly skilled, unemployed or living on a low income; they might live in poor housing, a deprived area or in areas experiencing high levels of crime; they may live in rural areas and have difficulty accessing certain types of services; or, they may be disabled, misuse substances or even just unhealthy.
This needs analysis will:
· Build up a picture of life in Devon for children and young people

· Support the delivery of better health, social care, education and wellbeing outcomes for children and young people living in Devon

· inform the next stages of the commissioning cycle

· Aid better decision-making

· Underpin the Children and Young People’s Plan, the Local Area Agreement and local outcomes and targets
· Increasingly we will include qualitative information to support the quantitative evidence base. 
It is hoped that this analysis will provide a basis for better, more focused information about the needs of children and young people in their local areas. The assessment will address the following areas around current circumstances of children and young people living or attending school in Devon

· What makes children and young people’s lives more difficult and how can we make it better?

· Which specific groups of children and young people are disadvantaged?

· How many children and young people are living in poverty?

· How many children and young people have Special Educational Needs?

· Which families need strengthening?
· Address the overriding priority of safeguarding.
· What help do children and young people who are disadvantaged want and need?

· Which communities need the most support?
Challenges around data:
There is a significant amount of data that already exists in Devon and many facets of it are made use of this in this document. The collection of the data has presented some areas of challenge, and some data is difficult to focus or interpret due to:

· Not all data is available in the format that is needed to divide easily into the local geographies.

· Trend data is not always available;

· Comparative information is not available;

· There is sensitivity about some indicators:

· Small numbers – particularly in high level need data

· Risk of communities or groups feeling stigmatised

· Various population estimates have been used in this assessment: Social Care national and comparator data with statistical neighbours uses the population estimates from Office of National Statistics (as required for statutory reporting requirements; population figures 0 – 19 were extracts from the Family Health Services Authority estimates; and School population figures were taken from the school census returns.

· Many data cuts for the purposes of this analysis will not match published data sets because of differing dates and the use of Devon specific geographies such as Local Learning Communities or Market Towns.

3 Key Findings

· 143,902 children and young people aged 0-18 (birth to one day before their 18th birthday) live in Devon. 19% of the total population of Devon were aged under 18 with 25% of the under 18 population aged under 5 (35,449).
· Population projections suggest that over the next 20 years (2008-2028) the numbers of 0-19 year olds will slowly rise by 11,800 (7.2%). There are variations within this, the largest rise being in the 5-9 year olds 16%, whereas the 15-19 age group is currently falling and is only predicted to rise by 1.3% over the 20 year period.

· 2,043 (2.1%) pupils speak one of the 97 languages, other than English, spoken as a first language by children and young people in DCC Maintained Schools (Jan 2010). The largest group is Polish (334 pupils, 0.3%) with small but significant numbers of children who speak Arabic, Bengali, German, Chinese, Malayalam, Spanish and Tagalog as a first language.
· 4,934 (5.2%) of statutory school age pupils identify their ethnicity as being from BME groups (Jan 2011) an increase of 0.3% since January 2009. Of these 1916 are white (excluding White British) (2.1%), 1388 (1.6%) are Mixed, 422 (0.5%) Asian or Asian British, 146 (0.2%) Black or Black British, 187 (0.2%) are Chinese and 607 (0.7%) from other ethnic backgrounds. The highest percentage of young people from BME groups is St Sidwells (43%) whilst 36 schools do not have any BME pupils recorded.
· Life expectancy at birth in Devon is high at 81.3 years compared to the UK average of 78.8 (2004-08). At a ward level there is a difference of approximately 13 years between the lowest life expectancy in North Devon’s Ilfracombe Central Ward (74.4 years) and the highest life expectancy in West Devon’s Chagford Ward (87.9).
· The childhood immunisation uptake rate is high in Devon. However, Totnes, Ashburton, Buckfastleigh and Moretonhampstead have consistently low uptake rates which are well below the National and Regional average (2008/09).
· 30.4% of Devon children had been identified as overweight or very overweight by the end of year 6 (10 and 11 yr olds). In Exeter the percentage of very overweight children (14.2% in Reception and 20.2% in Year 6) is well over the National average of 9.6% in Reception and 18.3% in Year 6. 
· 15.2% of Devon children aged under 16 are living in Poverty well below the National average of 22.4%. At a ward level the highest percentages of children under 16 living in poverty are in St Davids Exeter (31.6%) and Ilfracombe Central (31%) with the lowest in Buckland Monachorum (3.7%) and Yarty (5.4%).
· Average house prices in Devon were £220,351 (Apr-Jun 2009). Whilst the average household income was £22,559 (ASHE 2008). House prices in Devon are around 10 times the average yearly income of residents.
· 21 children were seriously injured and 2 killed in road traffic collisions in 2009. Overall the 30 deaths and 164 serious injuries in adults and children represented a 62% reduction compared to 1998.
· In Devon there were 1,250 conceptions in under 18’s with 50% leading to abortion (2005-07). The 266 under 18 conceptions in Exeter (4.8%) was well above the National (4.1%) and the Devon (3.1%) percentages. 
· 227 of the Devon teenage conceptions were to under 16’s with 62% leading to abortion. Abortion rates in under 16’s range from 83% in South Hams to 55% in Exeter (2004-06). 
· 52% of pupils in Devon schools achieved 5+ A*-C grades inc. English and Mathematics at GCSE in 2009 which is in line with the National Average of 51%. 
· There are variations in attainment at GCSE level based on pupil characteristics. In 2009 23% of young people at DCC maintained schools eligible for free school meals completed their GCSE’s with 5 A*-C’s inc Eng and Maths this is substantially lower than those not eligible for free school meals (54%). Of those with Special Educational Needs only 8% of those with a Statement and 17% of those at School Action Plus achieved  5 A*-C’s inc Eng and Maths compared to 62% of those with no special needs.

· In Devon 3.8% of maintained secondary pupils were persistently absent from school in the Autumn and Spring Terms of 2009/10 compared to 4.3% of pupils nationally. At maintained primary level this was 1.3% compared to 1.8% nationally. 17,822 pupils (21%) had at least one session of unauthorised absence, 413 pupils (0.5%) had at least 5 weeks of unauthorised absence (2008/09)
· In 2008/09 there were 2,453 young people excluded from school, a total of 5,368 incidences. 10 young people were excluded for over 30 days, and 50 for over 20 days, during the academic year. The most common reason for exclusion was verbal abuse/threatening behaviour against an adult (1,358 incidences).
· 10,334 (10.8%) of pupils were eligible for Free School Meals in January 2010 (which is lower than the National average of 16.2%) an increase of 0.8% from January 2009. The highest eligibility is in the Central and Chestnut Learning Community with 19.4% of pupils known to be eligible for free school meals in contract to only 4.0% of pupils in the Ottery St Mary Learning Community.
· 22,246 pupils in maintained schools were recorded as having special educational needs (23.3% of the total roll). Of these 3,118 had a Statement and 6,380 were at School Action Plus (Jan 2010).
· 1,042 (5.9%) 16-18 year olds were Not in Education, Employment or Training in June 2009. 66.4% of teenage mothers were recorded as NEET as were 40.5% post compulsory school age young offenders. 
· 492 under 18’s were reported missing to the police in the 6 months Nov08 to Apr09. 9 of these were high risk cases (e.g. very young child or missing from hospital). All were found alive.

· There were 601 children in care 31/12/09. In 2008/09 Devon had a lower rate than nationally with 37 per 10,000 being subject to a plan compared to 55 in England and 45 for the South West.
· 418 children were subject of a child protection plan child protection plan at 31 March 2010, an increase from 303 children at 31 March 2009, a rise of 38.0%. This equates to a rate of 28.8 per 10,000 under 18 population compared with 20.8 per 10,000 in 2008/09. 16.3% of children becoming subject of a child protection plan in year to 31 March 2010 were doing so for a second or subsequent time.
· Over a fifth of reported violent crime incidents in Devon are domestic violence related, 2006-09 financial years there were almost 27,000 recorded domestic crimes. Over 13,000 of these with children present, just under half of all domestic abuse incidents. 
· In Devon 207 (62%) of the applications accepted for assistance, being unintentionally homeless and in priority need were from households with dependent children. 1,329 (80%) households living in temporary accommodation were living with dependent children (07/08 to 06/09).
· Devon Youth Offending Team worked with 1402 youth offenders in 2008, of these 860 of these were first time offenders, 400 repeat offenders and 142 were persistent offenders. In 2009 the number of first time offenders dropped to 635.

4.1 Population

In 2009 there were 163,360 children and young people aged 0-19 (birth to one day before their 20th birthday) were living in Devon. 21% of the population in Devon were aged under 20 with 19% aged under 18 (143,902) with 25% of the under 18 population aged under 5 (35,449).

Population projections from ONS suggest that over the next 20 years (2008-2028) the numbers of 0-19 year olds will slowly rise by 11,800 (7.2%) to 176,100. There are age variations within this, the largest rise being in the 5-9 year olds 16%, whereas the 15-19 age group is currently falling and is only predicted to rise by 1.3% over the 20 year period.

4.2 Services

There is significant variation in the size and type of educational provision in Devon.  It varies from the individual childminder to the University of Exeter, from many small, two class primary schools to some of the biggest secondary schools in the country.  Devon also has a larger than common number of independent special schools.

As of January 2009 Devon had 372 maintained schools including 37 secondary schools, 316 primary schools, ten special schools, two nursery schools and seven pupil referral units with a total of 95,852 pupils.  Independently from DCC, Devon has three further education colleges and the University of Exeter.  There is a significant variance in the sizes of these institutions from isolated rural schools with fewer than 20 pupils to Exmouth Community College with over 2,500 pupils and the further education colleges with even greater numbers.

Early years provision from DCC includes 43 Children’s Centres in addition to offering support, and funding, to childminders and other private childcare providers.
Social care services for children include 261 foster carers, four children’s homes (including one for respite care) and one secure unit.  In July 2009 there were 550 children in care for which Devon was the funding authority.

Devon Primary Care Trust commissions and plans national health services and primary care.  Acute hospital services in Devon are provided by two Foundation Trusts and one NHS Trust.  Child and Mental Health Services are provided by Devon Primary Care Trust.

4.4 English as an Additional Language
In Devon a total of 2,043 pupils (2.1%) speak one of the 97 languages, other than English, spoken as a first language by children and young people in DCC Maintained Schools, The main language spoken in Devon is English (91,964, 96.1%), followed by Polish (334, 0.3%) (DCSF Jan 2010 School Census).  There are also small but significant numbers of children who speak Arabic, Bengali, German, Chinese, Malayalam, Spanish and Tagalog as a first language.
Interestingly, whilst there is a strong link between belonging to a Black Minority Ethnic group and English as an Additional Language (92%), 7% of those speaking English as an Additional Language are recorded as White British (based on the 2008/09 Maintained School Roll).

4.5 Ethnicity

Overall in January 2011 4,934 (5.2%) of statutory school age pupils identify their ethnicity as being from BME groups an increase of 0.3% since January 2009. Of these 1916 are white (excluding White British) (2.1%), 1388 (1.6%) are Mixed, 422 (0.5%) Asian or Asian British, 146 (0.2%) Black or Black British, 187 (0.2%) are Chinese and 607 (0.7%) from other ethnic backgrounds. The highest percentage of young people from BME groups is St Sidwells (43%) whilst 36 schools do not have any BME pupils recorded. Pupils from a BME, especially if their first language is not English, may have learning and attainment barriers to their progress which are distinct from their white British classmates.

The number of children and young people in Devon from BME groups is slowly and steadily rising, with a higher proportion of those a Primary level being recorded as BME than at Secondary level. The percentage change in BME pupils for the past year has been 0.3% at both Primary and Secondary level. At Primary level this has risen from 5.6% in 2008 to 5.9% in 2011 and at Secondary level from 4.0% to 4.3%.

4.6 Distinct Ethnic Groups – Roma, Gypsy and Travellers

There are two Gypsy sites provided by Local Authorities and Registered Social Landlords in Devon which are in Moor Lane Sowton Exeter (12 pitches all occupied) and Elbury Close Broadclyst East Devon (8 pitches of which 5 are occupied)
. The Roma, Gypsy and Traveller young people supported by services live in a much wider area than these two sites including illegal sites and residential property.

This group of children are known to be hard to reach group. They are frequently low achievers academically and improving outcomes for them is a high priority for CYPS and the DCSF. They are made up of a variety of distinct ethnic and lifestyle groups as listed below:

In the Autumn Term 2009 430 Gypsy, Roma and Traveller children and young people had been offered support through the Gypsy, Roma Traveller Achievement Service. 215 of these were on roll in DCC Maintained Schools of which 196 had recorded attendance. Of these 430 children and young people 102 were below school age, 224 of primary age, 104 secondary school age. 
4.7 Gay Lesbian Bi-Sexual and Transgender (GLBT)
The exact number or percentage of the population who are gay or lesbian is unknown, however, Stonewall reports that the Government is using the figure of 5-7% of the population (aged over 16)
.

If this national trend in adults is reflected in the school age population within DCC Maintained schools 5% to 7% would represent an estimate of between 4,900 and 6,900 pupils in 2009/10.

Nationally 6 out of 10 lesbian and gay schoolchildren experience homophobic bullying
 and many contemplate suicide as a result
.
National research suggests that in any school of 1,000 pupils there are likely to be 6 who will experience transgenderism throughout their lives (GIRES 2008
). If this ratio is applied to Devon this would equate to just under 600 pupils. There are likely to be others who have a transgender parent or close relative. 
5 Be Healthy
5.1 Life Expectancy at Birth

In general life expectancy at birth in Devon is high 81.3 years compared to the UK average of 78.8, but there are areas of low life expectancies spread across Devon which may be cause for concern. The map below indicates, not unexpectedly, that (for 2004-08) the pattern of life expectancy is subject geographical variation across the county with the urban centres such as Barnstaple and Exeter having a life expectancy that falls well below the English average
. At a ward level there is a difference of approximately 13 years between the lowest life expectancy in North Devon’s Ilfracombe Central Ward (74.4 years) and the highest life expectancy in West Devon’s Chagford Ward (87.9).  Life expectancy has increased in Ilfracombe Central by 1.5 years since 1999-2003 but it remains consistently lower than the rest of Devon.

5.2  Morbidity Prevalence

When looking to the registered conditions that the Devon population has, Devon has higher prevalence rates of the following conditions than the England average;

Chronic Heart Disease; Heart Failure; Stroke; Hypertension; Epilepsy; Childhood Cancer; Asthma; Chronic Kidney Disease; Mental Health;  Long Term Conditions; Ante/Postnatal depression; Cystic Fibrosis; Palliative Care; 
Whilst the rates of most of these conditions are not significantly higher than the England average, there is significant variation across Devon. In addition to the conditions mentioned above, the rates of patients who are on GP registers and who smoke are higher in Devon than England with a rate of 22.1% in Devon compared to 19.5% in England. Some of these conditions may be avoidable, or improved by early intervention, and it may be desirable to target services at an early stage in children’s’ lives to reduce this prevalence.
In 2007 there were 79 deaths among children and young people in Devon (aged under 25) of these 32 (40%) were children under the age of one
.
5.3 Low Birth Weight 

Low birth weight is either associated with low weight for gestational age or pre term babies. The major causes of low birth weight are smoking, drug and alcohol use, poor nutrition in pregnancy and genetic factors. It is more common among women from disadvantaged backgrounds and mothers aged under 17. 

Of the 7,130 live and still births in Devon in 2008 there were 456 with a birthweight of < 2500 grams (6.4%) and 84 (1.2%) with a birthweight of < 1500 grams
. This is lower than the England average (7.5% and 1.4% respectively) and in line with the South West average (6.5% and 1.2%). At the District level both Exeter and Torridge have a higher than average percentage low birthweight births (7.8% and 7.5%).

Low birth weight babies are at increased risk of death, severe lung and other long-term health difficulties, including deficits in growth, deafness, diabetes and heart disease. They are also at much greater risk of having learning difficulties. Nationally those of extremely low birthweight (less than 1,000 grams) are 200 times more likely to die as an infant than those of normal birthweight, whilst those just below the low birthweight threshold (2,000 to 2,500 grams) are 5 times as likely to die as an infant as those of normal birthweight (Department of Health, 2007).  
5.4 Infant mortality 

Infant mortality is often used as an indicator of the general health of the population. This is because it is affected by the main determinants of health such as income, education, access to preventive health care and health services. Nationally there are marked differences in infant mortality between social groupings with a 19% gap between average infant mortality (4.9 deaths per 1,000, 3 year average rate 2002-04) and the mortality rate of those born to a father in a routine or manual occupation (5.9 deaths per 1,000) (DoH
). There are also higher infant mortality rates in the babies of mothers born in Pakistan or the Caribbean, babies born to mothers aged under 20 and where the birth was registered by the mother alone. 
There were 83 deaths in infants aged under 1 year in Devon from 2006-08. This gives Devon an infant mortality rate of 3.9 per 1,000 live births, which was lower than those for the South West (4.1) and England and Wales (4.8). At a District level the rates in both North Devon and Torridge are above the England Average at 6.7% and 5.6% (note: these are based on very small numbers of deaths).

5.5 Parental Smoking and Smoking during Pregnancy

Parental smoking is also harming the health of many thousands of children in Devon. Around 120,000 adults in Devon smoke, of which an estimated 45,000 (38%) are parents with dependent children
.
Women who smoke during pregnancy have a substantially higher risk of miscarriage than those who do not smoke. Smoking can also cause complications in pregnancy and labour, including ectopic pregnancy, bleeding during pregnancy, premature detachment of the placenta and premature rupture of the membranes (National Institute for Health and Clinical Excellence, 2008). For the babies smoking in pregnancy increases infant mortality by about 40% and more than 25% of the risk of sudden unexpected death in infancy is due to smoking.

Smoking levels in women in Devon are slightly below the regional and national average (12.1% compared to 14.2 and 14.3% in 2007/08)
. Women under the age of 35 are more likely to smoke during pregnancy. Nationally, this is a particular problem in teenagers, 45% of whom smoke during their pregnancy. There is some evidence to suggest that in the period immediately prior to conception; the levels of smoking in Devon are around 25% (similar to national data). However, rates vary considerably across Devon. Smoking rates on delivery are highest in teenagers (34%) and women 20-24 (24%) - around twice the rate of older women (Devon PCT commissioning information team).

5.6 Breastfeeding 

Breastfeeding is known to be associated with positive health outcomes such as reduced risk of breast and ovarian cancer in the mother and reduced chance of eczema, gastro-intestinal and respiratory infections in the child. Infants who are not breastfed are also five times more likely to be admitted to hospital with infections in their first year of life. World Health Organisation research shows that in developed countries, young mothers, those in low-income groups or those who cease full-time education at an early age are least likely to continue breastfeeding for a period of time sufficient to give health gain.  
Within Devon PCT 74% of new mothers were known to have initiated breastfeeding in 2008/09 (Source: Devon PCT commissioning information team) this compares to around 70% nationally. At 6-8 weeks this dropped to 47.4% (Q4 2008/09 Source: Devon child health systems). Historic data is not available for the 6-8 weeks measure as it is a new indicator for 2008/09. Nationally low maternal age, low educational attainment and low socio-economic position continue to have a strong impact on patterns of infant feeding with 65% of UK women from managerial and professional occupations were breastfeeding at six weeks, compared to only 32% of those from routine and manual groups (2005 data from Bolling et al, 2007)

Overall breastfeeding rates are similar to the national average overall but there is a 10% variation in breastfeeding uptake across Devon, even when deprivation is taken into account. This geographical variation may be due to variations in breastfeeding support.

5.7 Childhood Immunisations
The table below ranks the market and coastal towns in Devon and Exeter according to the percentage uptake of key childhood immunisations (with the three poorest performing towns for each vaccination highlighted in red), uptake rates are then combined to give an overall rank for uptake. This reveals that the lowest levels of uptake in the county are seen in areas along the A38 corridor, with Totnes, Ashburton, Buckfastleigh and Moretonhampstead having consistently low uptake rates which are well below the national average, this may be a cause for concern.  Low uptake rates are also evident in Ilfracombe in North Devon.  There is no direct association between immunisation uptake, with deprived areas exhibiting both high uptake (Bideford) and low uptake (Ilfracombe), with the same being true of less deprived areas.  This suggests that the factors associated with poor uptake are likely to be local in nature.

The figure below shows uptake rates by geographic area across the county for MMR at age five, revealing the wide variation in uptake rates both between areas. These variations, and the resultant low uptake rates in many areas, place unimmunised children at greater risk from infectious diseases.

Nationally, the number of measles cases has increased significantly. In 1998, there were 56 confirmed cases compared with 1370 cases in 2008 (Health Protection Agency, 2009). There was an outbreak of measles in Cornwall between April and June 2008 and there was a cluster of cases in Buckfastleigh early in 2009.

5.8 Sexual Health - Chlamydia

Chlamydia is often asymptomatic so a large proportion of cases remain undiagnosed, but infection can be diagnosed easily (young people can do the test themselves easily in their own home), and treated effectively. Young people (16-24 years old) are the age group most at risk of being diagnosed with a sexually transmitted infection (other than HIV).While young people only represent 12% of the total population, they accounted for nearly half of all sexually transmitted infections diagnosed in genitourinary medicine (GUM) clinics across the UK in 2007
.
For 2008/09 Devon PCT reported 330 positive Chlamydia tests (6.6%) in those aged 15-24 which is slightly better than the average England positive infection rate of 7.3% (based on Devon PCT reports to NCSP
).
5.9 Child Healthy Weight
According to the Department of Health, the prevalence of obesity has trebled since the 1980s and if the number of obese children continues to rise, children will have a shorter life expectancy than their parents. Should current trends continue, at least one-fifth of boys and one-third of girls will be obese by 2020. 

The Department of Health estimate that the cost of obesity, for both adults and children, is up to £3.7 billion per year, including £49 million for treating obesity, £1.1 billion for treating the consequences of obesity, and indirect costs of £1.1 billion for premature death and £1.45 billion for sickness absence. The cost to the economy of obesity plus overweight individuals is estimated at up to £7.4 billion per year (DoH ,2004
).

Childhood obesity in Devon is a recognised problem. In 2008/09 within primary schools 30.4% of children have been identified as very overweight or overweight by the end of year 6 (10 and 11 yr olds). Also, among over 16 year olds, more than 52,000 adults are recorded on GP registers as clinically obese. These figures may be an under representation of the true picture due to difficulty in acquiring consent and associated lack of reporting.

6 Achieve Economic Wellbeing
6.1 Mosaic Profiles

Devon as a county is more rural than the national average: In Devon almost 25% of households fall into MOSAIC group K – People living in rural areas far from urbanisation, this is compared to the national picture of 5%. There is significant variation across the county with up to 75% of households falling under this group in remote rural areas such as Holsworthy. Primarily this group is made up of those in rural areas where life has not been influenced by urban consumption patterns. Each Mosaic group is split into a series of types and households within Mosaic Group K include a combination of the following types: villagers living away from major population centres, incoming visitors who may have a second home in places of great natural beauty and scattered farmers in more sparsely populated and isolated areas. This rural household composition may present challenges in the access to services across health and social care.

6.2 Average Household Income

Average household income in Devon is lower than the national average. Unemployment is lower than the national average which results in many people being employed but on lower than average incomes. In contrast to this there are also many wealthy families as Devon is an attractive place to live. In rural areas the mixed nature of the housing means that struggling families can be hidden in predominantly wealthy areas with little apparent need.

6.4 Index of Multiple Deprivation

The Index of Multiple Deprivation 2007 combines a number of indicators, chosen to cover a range of economic, social and housing issues, into a single deprivation score for each Lower Super Output Area (LSOA) in England, allowing each area to be ranked relative to one another according to their level of deprivation. The Index relates to all people but is a good indicator of the general deprivation affecting households containing children and young people.
Whilst Devon has low levels of overall deprivation at the County and District level, this masks significant variation at smaller geographical scales in both urban and rural areas. There are 21 LSOA’s in Devon in the top 20% most deprived LSOAs in England. There is a correlation between increasing deprivation and a reduced life expectancy at birth in different parts of Devon.

6.5 Income Deprivation Affecting Children Index (IDACI)

Income Deprivation Affecting Children Index (IDACI) – has been produced alongside the Indices of Deprivation 2007. IDACI is a subset of the Income Deprivation Domain of the Index of Multiple Deprivation, and shows the percentage of children (aged 0-15) in each Lower Layer Super Output Area (LSOA) that live in families that are income deprived. Income Deprivation is defined as either households receiving Income Support/ Income based Jobseeker's Allowance/ Pension Credit or those not in receipt of these benefits but in receipt of Working Tax Credit/ Child Tax Credit with an equivalised income below 60 per cent of the national median before housing costs. The IDACI is the proportion of children 0–15 living in such households as a proportion of all children 0–15.
The index is calculated based on:

· Children aged 0-15 in households claiming Income Support (Source: DWP, 2005)

· Children aged 0-15 in households claiming Income-Based Job Seekers’ Allowance (Source: DWP, 2005)
· Children aged 0-15 in households claiming Pension Credit (Guarantee) (Source: DWP, 2005)

· Children aged 0-15 in households claiming Working Tax or Child Tax Credit whose equivalised household income (excluding housing benefits) is below 60 per cent of the median before housing costs (Source: HMRC, 2005)
· Children aged 0-15 in households claiming Child Tax Credit (who are not eligible for

· Income Support, Income-Based Job Seeker’s Allowance, Pension Credit or Working Tax Credit) whose equivalised income (excluding housing benefits) is below 60 percent of the median before housing costs (Source: HMRC, 2005).
An IDACI score of, for example 0.24 means that 24% of children aged less than 16 in that LSOA are living in families that are income deprived. LSOAs are also given a rank, 1 is assigned to the most deprived LSOA and a rank of 32,482 is assigned to the least deprived LSOA in England. The most and least deprived LSOA’s in Devon are in Exeter: in St Davids 53% (which places it in the 10% most deprived LSOA’s) and in Duryard 3% (which places it in the 5% least deprived LSOA’s).

In Devon 16% (an estimated 19,891 children and young people aged 0-15) are living in income deprived households
. This is less than the South West average of 17% (approximately 154,200) and the England average of around 22% (roughly 2.2 million children). Services should be targeted at these areas to break the intergenerational cycle of deprivation.

6.6 Children Living in Poverty

Poor children’s life chances are dependent upon a complex combination of low household income, a lack of equal opportunities and social exclusion. While some children who grow up in low-income households will go on to achieve their full potential, many others will not. Poverty places strains on family life and excludes children from the everyday activities of their peers. Many children experiencing poverty have limited opportunities to play safely and often live in overcrowded and inadequate housing, eat less nutritious food, suffer more accidents and ill health and have more problems with school work leading to low educational attainment as these children become adults they are more likely to be in poorly paid employment or economically inactive continuing the poverty cycle.
All Local Authorities are required to address Child Poverty and are being measured via national Indicator N116: Proportion of Children in Poverty.  The percentage of Children in Poverty (NI116) is calculated by the number of children living in families in receipt of CTC whose reported income is less than 60 per cent of the median income or in receipt of IS or (Income-Based) JSA, divided by the total number of children in the area (determined by Child Benefit data).

In 2008 a total of 118 LSOA’s in Devon had a higher percentage of children living in poverty than the South West average (16.5%) with 67 of these higher than the England average (21.6%).  At a ward level the highest percentages of children under 16 living in poverty are in St Davids Exeter (33.1%) and Ilfracombe Central (31.9%) with the lowest in the West Devon wards of Buckland Monachorum and Burrator (both only 4.5%).

Based on changes to NI 116 for 2006-2008 Child Poverty has declined over the last three years both Nationally (-0.2%) and in Devon (-0.6%) for those aged under 16. For dependent children aged under 20 child poverty has actually risen slightly over the last three years both at a National and Regional level. In contrast to this child poverty has been successfully reduced across Devon both in absolute terms (a fall of 370 children) and in percentage terms (-0.4%), the only exception to this being an additional 80 children (0.2%) in Teignbridge living in poverty.

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6.7 Child Wellbeing Index

Child well-being is generally represented by how children are doing in a number of different domains of their life. At national and international level these domains have included those covered in the CWI. There are no comprehensive national sources of data on other domains of well-being that could have been included –relations with family and friends, civic participation or behaviour and risks. Scores are presented at Lower Super Output Area so they will reflect local pockets of need or low wellbeing scores.  In a rural community the index is useful as it includes how accessible facilities and services are for young people, not just the recognised measures of poverty or deprivation used in other Indexes.
The seven domains included in the CWI are:

• Material well-being (exactly the same as IDACI)

• Health (emergency hospital attendances, outpatient attendances, DLA)

• Education (KS scores, GCSE scores, school absences, proportion remaining in education post 16 and post 21)

• Crime (Burglary, Theft, Criminal damage and Violence rates weighted against total 0-5 pop)
• Housing (shared accommodation, lack of central heating, overcrowding, and concealed homelessness) all based on 2001 Census

• Environment (distance to school, air quality, access to leisure and sports facilities, natural environment, road accidents)

• Children in need (income and education deprivation model used to predicate)

6.8 Fuel Poverty

Fuel Poverty indicators from the Centre for Sustainable Energy based on the 2003 English House Condition Survey (EHCS). They show how the national level of fuel poverty in England in 2003 was distributed at small area level.  It is important to note that the FPI only predicts the level of fuel poverty in individual areas and does not take into account local circumstances.  The Centre for Sustainable Energy predicts that fuel poverty has, at the very least, doubled since 2003, due to the substantial rise in fuel prices over this period. However, a more recent index has not been produced. 

The official Government definition of fuel poverty states that a household is in fuel poverty if, in order to maintain a satisfactory heating regime (satisfactory varies depending on household type but it is basically 21°C in the living room and 18°C in the other occupied rooms with variations in the amount of time heating to account for people leaving the home to go to work etc.) the household needs to spend more than 10% of its income on all household fuel use. 'Income' in this case includes Housing Benefit, Income Support for Mortgage Interest Relief (ISMIR) and Council Tax Benefit. Council Tax payments are deducted from 'income'.

England Average Fuel Poverty is 6.13% of Households. The Southwest average is slightly higher at 6.18% of Households with Devon being even higher with an average of 6.33% of households in Fuel Poverty. Within Devon the lowest predicated level of fuel poverty is 4.85% (an LSOA within the Honiton St Michael’s ward in East Devon) and the highest is 8.48% (an LSOA within the Polsloe ward of Exeter).

The Centre for Sustainable Energy Fuel states that poverty has, at the very least, doubled since 2003, not least due to the substantial rise in fuel prices. This must be taken into account when interpreting FPI scores for individual areas, and bear in mind, also, that the increase in fuel poverty has been uneven, and varies according to household types and tenure.
7 Stay Safe
7.1 Young people as victims of crime

Criminal offences are defined in law and the police in England and Wales are required to apply the National Crime Recording Standard and Home Office counting rules to ensure a consistent approach to recording crime. Seemingly similar incidents can be classified into different offences depending on the circumstances of the incident. For example, property stolen from someone’s person could be classified as an offence of robbery if the offender used violence, or the threat of violence, to steal or as theft from the person if property was simply taken without the victim being aware (e.g. pick-pocketing). In addition, an attempt to steal would also be classified as an offence even if it were unsuccessful.

In 2006/07 3,287 crimes were reported in Devon (excluding Torbay and Plymouth) where a young person (aged under 19) was the primary victim, for 2007/08 this fell to 2,837 and 2008/09 this fell again to 2,623.

Although the questions are slightly different across adult and young person surveys it is possible to make some general comparisons around crime reporting. Finding from the BCS 2009 suggest that children and young people are less likely than adults to report crimes to the police 37 per cent of adult victims of personal crime reported the incident to the police compared to 22% of child victims (where the child in law crime was believed by the child to be a crime). The majority of reported crimes involved violence (42% for adults and 32% for children). For theft from the person only 10% of crimes were reported to the police compared to 30% for adults (Walker et al 2009
).

There are a variety of reasons for this low level of reporting in comparison to adults. Research (Roe and Ashe, 2008
) has highlighted that children are frequently involved in low-level incidents which may involve an offence in law (e.g. as one child deliberately pushing over another with an intention to hurt) but not be viewed by participants, or others, as serious enough to amount to crime. Many of such incidents are unlikely to come to the attention of the police or be recorded as crimes. Other research has also shown that children can also be victims of serious incidents of violence, theft and damage to personal property that are not reported to the police. For example, children frequently suffer from extreme types of violence that are traditionally excluded from criminological concern, such as physical attacks by siblings (Finkelhor and Dziuba-Leatherman, 1994
).

7.2 Children Injured or Killed in Road Traffic Collisions 

The 30 deaths and 164 serious injuries in adults and children in 2009 represented a 62% reduction compared to 1998. These involved 21 children under 16 years of age who were seriously injured and 2 killed. The reduction in deaths and serious injuries is part of a long term downward trend showing that road safety in Devon continues to be a success story. Road casualty reduction is a long term process, with a lot of contributory factors, but a number of initiatives have helped with this reduction; the Devon Country Mile project, camera and police enforcement, Learn2Live presentations for young people and safety education such as our Driving Safer for Longer scheme are all playing a vital part in achieving these improvements.

7.3 Fire
In 2009/10 Devon and Somerset Fire & Rescue Service attended 1209 accidental dwelling fires. Whilst the majority (over 75%) of these were in households without children, 305 were at households had children. Of those with children in the household 112 of these fires were within the Devon County Council Area, with 78 in Plymouth, 30 in Torbay and 85 in Somerset.  There is considerable variation in rates of incidents between different household compositions, with households consisting of a Lone Parent and Children experiencing over 8%  fires despite making up less than 4.5% if households. Those households with two adults and children had slightly more fires than expected with 14% of fires compared to 12% of the population. However households with more than two adults and children make up over 7% of households but experienced less than 3% of accidental dwelling fires.

· Devon & Somerset Fire & Rescue run several schemes to reduce fire related injuries and criminal activity for children and young people. 
· Devon & Somerset Fire & Rescue Service’s FireSetters Scheme has been running since 1995 and is designed to advise children and young people with firesetting behaviour. The aim of the Scheme is to help children and young people understand and control the feelings and circumstances that lead them to set fires through a series of visits and educational exercises at the child’s home or other neutral venue. 89 FireSetter referrals were made for young people in Devon in 2009/10. 39 of these cases have been closed and 50 were still open at the end of June 2010. On average one FireSetter referral would lead to 3 or 4 visits by FireSetter Advisers. 
· Phoenix is a six month programme, primarily designed to reduce fire risk and fire related crime within local communities by working with 'at-risk' young people between the ages of 15-18 years. In 2009/10 2 Phoenix Courses were run in Devon reaching a total of 24 young people. 

· In Devon last year Devon and Somerset Fire and Rescue Service carried out over 400 schools talks, from Keystage 1 to Keystage 4. These talks reached over 12,000 children.

· Over 5000 KS2 children attended multi agency Junior Life Skills events in Devon last year. 

· 1,100 16-18 year olds attended multi agency sessions in Exeter and North Devon primarily focused on Road Safety.
7.4 Bullying

Bullying on School Transport

In recent years concerns have increased about behaviour on school transport.  This is linked to what young people have told us about bullying being an issue for them; and we also know that bullying often relates to being seen as "different", and is therefore an important aspect of our strategies to promote Equality and Diversity.
Since September 2008 a database has been maintained by the Education Transport Team to record all incidents of bad behaviour on school transport.  The six schools with the most incidents of bad behaviour reported were Axe Valley Community College, Clyst Vale Community College, Ilfracombe Community College, Tavistock Community College, Queen Elizabeth Community College and Pilton Community College.  However, it should be noted that whilst these schools have the most recorded incidents of behaviour on school transport this may well be because they are proactive in reporting these incidents to the Transport Team in an effort to resolve them effectively.  The number of pupils travelling in relation to the number of incidents must also be taken into consideration and these are all large schools.  The main types of behaviour incident on school transport were Throwing Items (63), Physical Bullying (52), Damage to Vehicle (40), Not Following Safety Instructions (40), Not Wearing Seatbelt (35), and Verbal Abuse of Driver (33).  Clearly many of these incidents are potentially very dangerous because at the very least the driver is distracted and pupils not wearing seatbelts is illegal.  Damage to buses is also a very serious concern to contractors.

8 Enjoy and Achieve

8.1 Achievement at Foundation Stage (age 4-5)

Foundation Stage Profiles are based on in classroom teacher assessment. The Early Years Outcome Duty Threshold Target ‘Achievement of at least 78* points across the Early Years Foundation Stage with at least 6** in each of the scales in Personal Social and Emotional Development and Communication Language and Literacy’. The percentage of children this has risen to 47% from 43% in 2008 (Target 48%) but we are still below the national score of 52%. The gap between the lowest 20% and the median of the rest has fallen to 34% from 35.2% in 2008 (Target 32%), this is in line with the national gap of 33.9%.

8.2 Achievement at Key Stage 1 (age 6-7)
The following information is based on achievement by pupils on roll at schools in the Learning Communities.  In most cases the majority of the pupils on roll will also live in the LLC area but there are some schools that are very popular and attract pupils from outside of their area. 

The expected level of attainment at KS1 is to achieve at level 2 and pupils are assessed in the abilities in reading, writing, maths and science.  The assessments are determined by teacher assessment together with a county wide moderation process. For reading, 85.5% of pupils achieved this in Devon. The lowest performing LLC pupils only achieved 78.9% in reading whilst the best performing LLC pupils achieved a 93.7% pass rate.  This compares to the national average of 84%.

8.5 Achievement at Key Stage 4 (GCSE) 

Attainment at this level is based on the end of statutory schooling exams, whether in academic or vocational subjects.  Achievement is published by the grades achieved in GCSE exams (or the equivalent of), and the level of ‘good’ achievement. Nationally attainment is determined by the government as achieving 5 GCSEs (or equivalent) at grade C or above and including English and Maths.  In 2009 results rose for both 5 A-C inc Eng and Maths (49.5 to 51.6%) and 5 A-C (63.4 – 65.8) although the gap between the two widened to 14.2%. Devon pupils generally achieved at or above the national average although attainment in 5 or more passes at grade C or above in any subject fell below the national average.

8.6 Variation in Attainment by Pupil Characteristics at KS2
Performance at KS2 in English and Mathematics is in line with National results at an all pupil level, eligible for free school meals and first language. Due to the small numbers involved it is not possible to establish whether the variation in performance across ethnic groups is significant. Encouragingly, whilst performance at No SEN and School Action is in line with the National Average, at School Action + and Statemented Devon pupils are substantially outperforming the National cohort.

8.7 Variation in Attainment by Pupil Characteristics at GCSE

Children who grow up in poverty are more likely to leave school without qualifications. In 2008 21% of Young People at DCC maintained schools known to be eligible for free school meals completed their GCSE’s with less than 5 A*-G’s, this is dramatically higher than those not eligible for free school meals (6%). As part of “Narrowing the Gap” theme in the CYPP the aim is to bring about further improvements for these students.

Gypsy Roma Travellers account for small numbers of those taking GCSE’s (9 in 2009) and as such it would be potentially misleading to provide a breakdown of KS scores. Over a three year period 2007-09 Gypsy Roma Traveller young people performed more poorly at KS4 with 21% of GRT Achieved 5+ A*-C grades inc. English and Mathematics compared to 49% of the total cohort. Over the same period 29% GRT left with less than 5 GCSE’s A-G compared to only 7% of the total cohort.
8.8 Children in Care Attaining 5+ GCSEs incl. English and Maths

It is a priority within the Children and Young People’s Plan to improve outcomes for children in care.  This will involve schools as well as a number of other services. The attainment differences between Children in Care and those in the wider community are currently a high priority. As a result, this measure is one of the new national indicators for the 2008/09 reporting year (NI 101). It measures children in care who achieved 5+ GCSEs at grade A*-C, including English and Maths.  The cohort comprises only those children who have been in care continuously for at least 12 months at 30 September.  Before making any judgements on performance it is important to note that this cohort of children in care is very small - usually in the range of 45-70 children in care in year 11 each reporting year.

The percentage of children leaving care in the year to 31 March 2010 aged 16 or over, who had attained at least 5 GCSEs at grade A*-C on leaving care, was 10.0%
. This is little changed on Devon's 2008-09 outturn of 10.1% (note this is based on a very small cohort).
8.9 Contextual Value Added Scores

Pupils’ levels of progress are shown as a Contextual value added score (CVA) which considers an individual pupils social economic, home and community background, and the progress that each pupil should make between key stages.  The benchmark is a score of ‘0’, that is that pupils have made the progress expected.  Progress by Devon pupils is generally lower than the national average in English Maths and Science.   The Learning Community where the pupils make the lowest level of progression is Braunton and the Learning Community where pupils’ progress above the national average is Sidmouth.

8.10 Private Education
There are 44 independent schools within Devon attended by approximately 8,113 pupils. Of these schools 13 are independent special schools with approximately 450 pupils on roll (January 2009). A limited number of these children and young people will be known to DCC through Children in Care, with a Child Protection Plan, Children in the Entertainment Industry or Special Educational Needs support (approximately 200). The ongoing circumstances of the remaining children and young people may be unknown to our services. 

8.11 Education Outside School: Home Education
In England, the law (Education Act, Great Britain, Statutes, 1996) states that while education is compulsory, school is not, and parents/carers may choose to educate their children at home for a variety of reasons. Responsibility for providing a child with a suitable education rests with the parents, who can decide to home educate their child at any stage. Local Authorities have a duty to identify children not receiving a suitable education but no duty to monitor home education. They may intervene, however, if education provision appears unsuitable and may request a home visit, or evaluate provision by alternative means (DCSF, 2007
).

Parents may decide to exercise their right to home educate their child from a very early age and children may not have been previously enrolled in school in which case parents are not required to register or seek approval to educate their child at home. Registration is only a requirement for those who have been in a maintained school previously so there will be many other home educated children for which we have no details. 

The DCC Education Out of School team provides services for those in Home Education. In 2008/09 674 children and young people in Devon were registered for elective home education (number on EHE register at some point during the academic year). 
8.12 Education Outside School: Alternative Provision

The DCC Education out of school team covers Hospital Education, Link Education, PRU and Home Education. As a snapshot, in January 2009 17 children and young people were being educated in at a hospital education unit. There are two hospital education bases in Devon, one at the Royal Devon and Exeter Hospital and a service at Barnstaple Hospital. All of these 17 are all duel-registered with a School. Over the course of an academic year the hospital education service estimates that they teach 200 individual children and young people, some for just a half day and some for the whole year, these are split roughly evenly between primary and secondary age. Of the other PRUs 150 pupils 24 were dual-registered with a DCC maintained school.

8.13 Unauthorised Absence/ Persistent Absence

Absence from school affects pupils’ educational outcomes and life chances and should therefore be avoided.  CYPS and schools are working to reduce the incidences of absence, particularly for those pupils where it can be avoided.  Some pupils are persistently absent as a result of poor health or due to accidents.
Persistent absence in Devon has been defined as more than 64 sessions (which translates to 32 days) absence over the academic year. In the 2008/09 terms 2,078 young people were persistently absent from Devon maintained schools (2.1% of the total cohort).

8.14 School Exclusions

Most school exclusions happen at secondary rather than primary level. CYPS and schools are working together to reduce the level of exclusions through a programme of managed moves from one secondary school to another, aiming to keep pupils at schools and in full time education. The rate of permanent exclusions in Devon schools is above the English average, with 0.12% of the school population being permanently excluded in 2008/09. The number of pupils receiving fixed term exclusions is also very slightly above the national average, at 4.96% at the end of 2008/09. This compares to 0.09% and 4.89% across England
.
In 2008/09 there were 2,453 young people excluded, a total of 5,368 incidences. 10 young people were excluded for over 30 days, and 50 for over 20 days, during the academic year. The most common reason for exclusion was verbal abuse/threatening behaviour against an adult (1,358 incidences).

9 Make a Positive Contribution

9.1 Engagement in extracurricular activities 

In 2009 75.2% of year 10 students in Devon engaged in extracurricular activities in Devon compared to 69.5% nationally (this is based on young people in school year 10 reported participating in any group activity led by an adult outside school lessons (such as sports, arts, music or youth group) in the last four weeks based on the analysis of the weighted TellUs survey data). The TellUs survey is voluntary and the data are weighted and grossed up to match local area profiles based on school censes data. Within Devon there is a very poor response to TellUs4 with very few schools participating in 2009 – as a result this data is insufficient to form conclusions.
The recent positive activities audit (February 2010) has shown, through extrapolation that 8% (4,800) of young people volunteer on a regular basis giving an estimated 249,600 hours of service annually.  A further 22% (13,200) have volunteered for more than 4 hours during the past year representing a minimum of 52,800 hours of service. (SOURCE)

17,345 young people (23%) voted in this year’s UK Youth Parliament electing 12 young people to serve all young people in Devon. (SOURCE)

The Training and Development Agency for Schools announced in January 2009 that there would be a new funding stream for economically disadvantaged children as well as children in care. This pot of money is for activities that these children would be unable to access without it and there is £300 per year for each child which should be used on 2 hrs a week activities in term time and 30 hrs per week in the holidays.  This initiative will enable these children to participate in activities that may not otherwise be accessible or affordable to them, and therefore broaden and enrich their life experiences. There are 5 Learning Communities who are piloting this funding from April 2009.  From 2010-2011 all Learning Communities will have this pot of money.   To enable us to work out which children are economically disadvantaged as quickly as possible we used those children who are registered for Free School Meals whether or not they take them up as well as the number of children in care.  The 5 Learning Communities piloting this funding stream have been allocated funds based on this data.  Next year however the eligibility criteria may change.
Level Two – Children and Young People with Additional Needs
10 Enjoy and Achieve
10.1 Special Educational Needs

There are three levels of intervention to support pupils who are not making satisfactory academic progress as set out in the SEN Code of Practice.  School Action is where a school formulates its own action to improve outcomes and involves schools producing Individual Education Plans (IEP).  School Action Plus is the next stage of intervention where pupils do not make satisfactory progress on SA and includes support from external agencies.  If these two interventions fail the school can request a Statutory Assessment and if successful a Statement of Educational Need will be prepared with directed support and targets. In addition, children with disabilities and severe learning difficulties will often have a Statutory Assessment upon starting school to ensure their Statement of Educational Needs directs them to the most appropriate school setting and they receive the additional support they need to get them to school.
A snapshot survey in May 2010 identified a population of 10,909 children and young people receiving services with at least level 2 needs (meaning that they have significant special educational needs that impact on their school and wider life). Of these level 2 children that are in DCC maintained schools 2,322 have a Statement and 6,369 are School Action+ (Jan 2010, DCSF Census). In addition to this there are 12,729 (Jan 2010, DCSF Census) children and young people categorised as School Action. School Action includes those with level 1 needs (meaning they have needs which impact upon their education and receive small amounts of targeted additional support with this intention of preventing them reaching level 2 need).

Data by the DCSF twelve primary need categorisations, whilst not reflecting the complexity of need, is helpful in establishing a baseline of prevalence. There are a high number of children aged 0-5 with no primary diagnosis listed in the CSN database. This indicates we need to be thinking about facilities for early diagnostic/assessment services for this population so services and school places can be planned for them. There are large numbers of children 5-14 in three main primary need categories, BESD, ASD and Speech, Language and Communication Needs. Whilst it may initially appear that there are low numbers of children in other categories i.e. PMLD these children will have highly complex needs and require a number of services. Within the over 14s age group we still have significant number of complex children, many of them with profound physical difficulties.  We know that a number of children in this age group become more challenging because of their age, physical development and the complexity of their conditions

This data only shows the primary condition, many will have secondary and even tertiary needs.  It also only shows the children who are known to the education authority or health practitioners in Devon.  Data by primary need categorisation, whilst not reflecting the complexity of need, is helpful in establishing a baseline of prevalence.
There is a desire to reduce the number of children needing to travel to non Devon establishments and for more to attend specialist facilities closer to their home.  This should support them in being more closely associated with their local community and to reduce costs.

10.2 Teenage Conceptions

Health and Wellbeing implications of teenage conceptions: 

Numbers of Teenage Conceptions: 
The data are compiled by combining information from registrations of births and notifications of legal abortions. Conception data include pregnancies that result in: One or more live or still births (a maternity), or a legal abortion under the Abortion Act 1967. They do not include miscarriages or illegal abortions.

Teenage conception rates are expressed as follows:

Under 16: “per thousand females aged 13-15”

Under 18: “per thousand females aged 15-17”

The denominators (e.g. total female population aged 15-17 in an area) are obtained from ONS mid-year population estimates, derived from 2001 Census data. For under 18 conceptions a three-year age group only (15-17) is used as the denominator in the calculation as the vast majority of conceptions to under 18 year olds occur in this age group. Only about 5 per cent of under 18 conceptions are to girls aged 14 or under and to include younger age groups in the base population would produce misleading results (ONS
).

Both Teignbridge and East Devon have under 16 conception rates above the regional average. For 2005-07 all Devon Districts have an under 16 conception rate below the National average. Abortion rates in under 16’s range from 78% in South Hams and East Devon to 58% in Exeter. Lower abortion rates are linked to higher deprivation and greater social acceptance of young parenthood, although this link is less pronounced in the under 16 cohort than older groups.

For 2006-08 the rate of teen pregnancy in Exeter (47.3) and Teignbridge (37.3) was higher than the regional average (36.6) with Exeter also above the national average (40.9). 

Thirty wards in Devon have conception rates about the National average, the bulk of these are in Exeter and North Devon. At ward level the highest rate is in Ilfracombe Central in North Devon followed by St James, St Peter’s and Priory in Exeter. However, due to the small numbers involved, the vast majority of wards have the data suppressed to maintain confidentiality.

10.3 Teenage Parents
Numbers of Young Parents:

The number of teenage parents in Devon is unknown. There are likely to be very few teenage fathers as it is usual for the father to be older than the mother, as most teenage mothers are over 18 this means the vast majority of fathers will be over 20 at the time of their child’s birth.

Any estimate of the number of teenage mothers needs to take account not only of births to mothers under 20 occurring in the most recent year for which data are available but also any births occurring in previous years where the mother could still be under 20.  For example, a 14 year old giving birth in 2004 will still be a teenage mother in 2009. Totals must also be adjusted to take account of mothers who have had more than one birth.  ONS have produced estimates which suggest that there were 532 teenage mothers in Devon of which 20% were under 18

The Department of Health has estimated that there were 1,397 teenage mothers across the Cornwall and Devon peninsula in 2009 which is very close to the ONS estimate shown above which, including Cornwall, shows an estimated 1,421 teenage mothers across the same area. In June 2009 873 teenage mothers were recorded on the Connections CCIS database, equivalent to 62.5% of the DoH estimate.
Outcomes for Young Parents and their children:
Statistically teenage mothers are shown to have significantly poorer outcomes in terms of social and mental health during the three years after the birth than older mothers or teenage non-mothers (Teenage Pregnancy Unit, 2004
). Similarly, outcomes for their children are poorer. 

· The majority of teenage pregnancies are unplanned and almost half end in abortion. In Devon about 8% of these are a second or subsequent abortion

· Half of all under 18 conceptions occur in the 20% most deprived wards

· Nationally 20% of teenage births to under 18’s are second pregnancies

· Among the most vulnerable girls the risk of becoming a teenage mother is almost 1 in 3
· Babies born to teenage mothers have a 63% increased risk of being born into poverty compared to babies born to mothers in their twenties. 
· At age 30, teenage mothers are 22% more likely to be living in poverty than mothers giving birth aged 24 or over, and are much less likely to be employed or living with a partner

· Teenage mothers are 20% more likely to have no qualifications at age 30 than mothers giving birth aged 24 or over.
· Teenage mothers have three times the rate of post-natal depression of older mothers and a higher risk of poor mental health for three years after the birth

· The infant mortality rate for babies born to teenage mothers is 60% higher than for babies born to older mothers.  The risk of stillbirth and a baby dying in the first six weeks of life is also around twice as high for women from deprived backgrounds.
· Teenage mothers are three times more likely to smoke throughout their pregnancy, and 50% less likely to breastfeed, than older mothers - both of which have negative health consequences for the child

· Children of teenage mothers and are more likely to have accidents and behavioural problems. They have lower  academic attainment and are at higher risk of economic inactivity in later life

· Benefit payments to a teenage mother who does not enter employment in the first three years after birth can total between 19,000 and 25,000 over three years; the cost of a teenage pregnancy to the NHS alone is estimated to be £63m a year.

10.4 Young Carers

The Devon Young Carers project, which provides services for young carers aged 5-18, had 315 new referrals in Q1 – Q3 2009/10 with the total number of individual young carers receiving services at 741 (some carers receive more than one service). This figure is likely to represent only a small proportion of young carers. There were 1,098 carers aged 0-15 in the Devon County Council area according to the 2001 Census. Research by ONS around the Census suggested that only about 1 in 5 young carers in this age bracket were known about, which would give Devon an estimated potential 5,490 young carers aged 0-15 for 2001 in the Devon County Council area. Young carers may miss out on opportunities for example they may struggle more than their peers to find time or funds for social activities and their academic performance may be adversely affected by their caring responsibilities.

11 Achieve Economic Wellbeing
11.1 Free School Meals

Free School Meals have been used as a proxy measure for identifying deprivation in individual families. Whilst the use of this data has its flaws, it has the advantage of being ‘live’ and provides direct support to families in need.  It also forms our only individual child level indicator of poverty. There is anecdotal information to suggest that families do not claim their entitlement due to the stigma attached to children receiving a free school meal or lack of knowledge about how to claim, and many young people whose parents apply for FSMs do not take up their entitlement. Take up of free school meals has increased in recent years due to an easier application process and the incentive to do so in order to access the extended schools scheme.
Parents do not have to pay for school meals if they receive any of the following:

· Income Support 

· income-based Jobseeker's Allowance 

· income-related Employment and Support Allowance 

· support under Part VI of the Immigration and Asylum Act 1999 

· the Guarantee element of State Pension Credit 

· Child Tax Credit, provided they are not entitled to Working Tax Credit and have an annual income (as assessed by HM Revenue & Customs) that does not exceed £16,040 

· Working Tax Credit during the four-week period immediately after their employment finishes or after they start to work less than 16 hours per week 
· Children who receive Income Support or income-based Job Seeker's Allowance in their own right.

11.2 Young people not engaging in employment, education or training (NEET)

The LGA and the Centre for Social Justice have jointly published a report that looks at ways of reengaging young people not who are NEET
. Nationally the number of young people NEET aged 16-25 years is currently 16% (935,000) and is predicted to reach 1 million. Being persistently NEET between the ages of 16-18 can be a major predictor of later unemployment, low income, poor mental and physical health, criminal behaviour and associated other problems in later life. 

Based on school attended the number of 16-18 year olds in Devon recorded as NEET has grown over the last few years from 5.9% in 2006-2007 of were recorded as NEET (1,245 young people) to 6.4% in 2007/08. For 2008/09 this number has been reduced with 1,236 young people (6.1%) being recorded as NEET. There has been an increase in those taking up learning but this has not entirely offset the effects of a fall in employment opportunities for young people in Devon.

Risk factors associated with NEET status have been well documented and the longitudinal ‘Youth Cohort Study’
 has reported that only 2% of those who had five or more good GCSEs were NEET compared with 15% of those with five D to G grades and 28% of those with between one and four D – Gs. The same study reported that

27% of persistent truants and 16% of those entitled to free school meals were NEET. Whilst only 2% of young people whose parents were in professional occupations were NEET during this time period, this figure rose to 13% for those with parents in routine occupations.
Local and national research has shown that those most likely to be persistently not in education, employment and training (NEET) include:

• Children in care

• Care leavers

• Children with additional needs

• Young people with poor social skills or poor school attendance records

• Young offenders

• Young carers

• Teenage parents

• Young people who are excluded from school

• Young people brought up in workless households

• Young people with troubled home backgrounds.

Using 16-18 NEETs as a performance measure will change soon, with the Education and Skills Act 2008 legislated for the raising of the participation age so that from 2013 young people will need to remain in learning for one additional year and from 2015 to their eighteenth birthday.
11.3 Youth Unemployment

The adult unemployment rate in the south west more than doubled between June 2008 and June 2009 and 18 – 24 year olds accounted for 28.9% of all Jobseeker’s Allowance claimants whilst making up only 15.5% of the region’s working age population
. This age group have been disproportionately affected by the recession and a number of policy initiatives have been put in place to try to combat the rapid rise in young people’s unemployment. These include the Future Jobs Fund, designed to offer jobs to 18 – 24 year olds who have claimed Jobseekers’ Allowance for at least 10 months and the ‘Backing Young Britain’ campaign, designed to encourage employers, including those in the public sector, to offer apprenticeships and other opportunities to younger workers.
Unemployed people aged 16 to 24 with data relating to April of each year.  April is chosen as it is relatively unaffected by seasonal variations e.g. Christmas or summer work.

12 Stay Safe
12.1 Common Assessment Framework (CAF)
The CAF is a shared assessment tool for use across all children’s services and all local areas in England. It aims to help early identification of need and promote co-ordinated service provision. There have been 1,717 CAFs since the roll out of CAF in Devon to 1/04/2010. The rate of activity is increasing over time with 748 CAFs undertaken in the 12 months Jan 09 - Jan 10.
A research project is currently underway to examine the presenting needs of those receiving a CAF including the presence/ history of Domestic Violence, Drug and Alcohol Abuse (in young person or parents) and mental health problems (in young person or parents).

Level Three and Four – Specialist and Acute Needs
13 Be Healthy
13.1 Children and Young People’s Emotional and Mental Health 
Good mental health and well-being is fundamental to the quality of life. Most children in Devon lead happy and healthy lives, but a minority are seriously troubled or disturbed. Nationally 10% of 5–16 year olds have clinically significant mental health difficulties — ranging from anxiety, depression, over activity, inattentiveness and anorexia — through to conduct disorders such as uncontrollable or destructive behaviour. The failure to tackle early signs of behavioural and emotional problems and conduct disorders in children results in increased offending, drugs use and violence. It was also estimated in the Good Childhood
 report that 60–70% of children with mental health problems do not use the relevant services.
According to the ONS mid year estimates for 2009, there were 98,090 children and young people aged 5 to 16 living in Devon. Using data from the most recent ONS survey (Meltzer et al, 2000
), the following prevalence rates can be inferred:  Conduct Disorders (5.3%) 5,199; Emotional Disorders (4.3%) 4,218; Being Hyperactive (1.4%) 1,373; Less Common Disorders (1.3%) 1,275

Between the ages of 11 and 16 the rates for both sexes are higher: Girls (10%) and boys (13%). The estimated number of disorders in those aged 11 to 16 year old in Devon are shown below:

Nationally, within the general population there are some groups who are at an increased risk of having mental health needs. Among these groups are: Young People aged 16 and 17, homelessness, ethnic minority status, being a young parent, being a young carers, young offenders and persistent absentee pupils and those living apart from their father (which increased difficulties by 40%).
Within Devon the number of young people experiencing significant emotional and mental health difficulties, and the number receiving support, is hard to define.  Current Child and Adolescent Mental Health Services (CAMHS) in Devon are limited in terms of their ability to interrogate the database that is used, which means that there is no definitive caseload figure for the service.    

However, during a case-matching exercise in North Devon in January 2011 it was found that Northern Devon CAMHS had 789 open cases of which approximately 200 were children reviewed for medication (e.g. Ritalin annual reviews) and a smaller number those in long-term therapies, which are in a sense 'live' but may not be what would normally be described as active cases. The vast majority of the others will be actively worked. Northern CAMHS have been working over the last 2-3yrs to integrate L2 and L3 work; in order that families receive a responsive service this means that it is not possible to separate this caseload in to tier 2 and tier 3 cases.

Based on this exercise, it seems reasonable to assume a figure of around 3000+ children and young people as the typical CAMHS service caseload at any one time, as Northern Devon has usually been found to provide around 25% of the workload of most services to children and young people.  It is not yet possible to indicate the proportion of those children and young people who will be over 10yrs of age, though CAMHS managers indicate that it could be between 50 and 75%.  Figure 3 below shows the movement in the service-wide caseload, which is one report that can be produced from the database currently; without a baseline of overall caseload it is of limited value but it at least indicates the wide fluctuations in levels of demand on the service.

In addition, there are some voluntary sector agencies in Devon which provide counselling services to young people who are experiencing less acute forms of emotional ill-health.  In 2009 for example, Young Devon provided a further 700 young people with short or longer-term support and assistance. 
13.2 Suicide and Self Harm
Nationally suicide accounts for almost 12% of all deaths of people aged 15-19 years (20% of deaths from external causes), and is the second most common cause of death in young people after accidents (ONS Mortality Statistics 2008)
. Within Devon there have been 5 deaths from suicide and injury undetermined in those aged 15-19 over the last three years (2007-2009) representing 13% of deaths in that age group.

Based on national research it has been estimated that 7-14 per cent of adolescents will self-harm at some time in adolescence, and as many as 20-45 per cent of older adolescents say they have had suicidal thoughts
. 
13.3 Substance Misuse in Young People (Drug and Alcohol) 
Substances are defined as illegal drugs, illicit prescription drugs, alcohol and volatile substances (NTA, 2005
).

According to the 2006/07 British Crime Survey, the South West (11.1%) and the North West (11.0%) had the highest levels of any drug use amongst those aged 16-59 while the West Midlands (9.2%) and the Eastern region (9.1%) had the lowest levels (BCS, 2007).

Younger age groups generally reported higher levels of drug use. In 2006/07, the 16 to 19 and the 20 to 24 year old age groups reported the highest levels of last year and last month use of any illicit drug. When considering Class A drugs, those aged 20 to 24 years had the highest rate of last year and last month use.

The 2006/07 BCS estimates that nationally 44.7 per cent of young people have ever used one or more illicit drugs, 24.1 per cent have used one or more illicit drugs in the last year and 14.3 per cent in the last month. The survey also estimates 16.3 per cent of those aged 16 to 24 have used a Class A drug at least once in their lifetime, 8.1 per cent have used at least one Class A drug in the previous year and 4.3 per cent in the past month (Murphy and Roe, 2007
). As illustrated in the table below, based on these percentages it can be estimated that 19,337 16-24 year olds in Devon have used illicit drugs in the last year with 3,457 having done so in the last month.

There were 421 young people were in drug treatment in 2008/09, the main drug for 161 of these was alcohol and for 209 it was cannabis. Children in Care amounted to 9% of those in treatment
.  In 2008/09 357 under 18’s were admitted to hospital with an alcohol related admission
.
The implications for young people who substance misuse are that they are more likely to not attend school, not be in education or training post 16, are more prone to health issues later in life, and likely to be involved in ant-social behaviour and crime.  Reducing substance misuse will lead to improved outcomes for individual young people, reduce anti-social behaviour, and improve community wellbeing.

14 Strengthening Families
14.1 Substance Misuse in Parents – Alcohol

Harmful drinking denotes the most hazardous use of alcohol, at which damage to health is likely.  One possible outcome of harmful drinking is alcohol dependence, a cluster of behavioural, cognitive, and physiological phenomena that typically include a strong desire to consume alcohol, and difficulties in controlling drinking. It should be noted that a survey of the household population is likely to under-represent dependent adults, who are more likely to be homeless or in an institutional setting.  Moreover, problem drinkers who do live in private households may, like problem drug users, be less available, able or willing to participate in surveys.
Based on national prevalence rates
 estimates from PANSI 6% of adults (aged 18-64) in Devon have alcohol dependency. Most recorded dependence was categorised as mild (5.4%), with relatively few adults reporting symptoms of moderate or severe dependence (0.4% and 0.1% respectively).

Addaction South West received 2,500 referrals during 2009/10 of these 205 (8.2%) were living with partner and children, 58 (2.1%) were living alone with children and 7 pregnant women in treatment. It seems likely that this low figure reflects a low rate of disclosure with a far higher proportion of those referred actually being parents.
14.2 Substance Misuse in Parents - Drugs

Drug misuse has been defined as the use of a substance for purposes not consistent with legal or medical guidelines.  In a small proportion of users, this may lead to dependence, a cluster of behavioural, cognitive, and physiological phenomena, such as a sense of need or dependence, impaired capacity to control substance-taking behaviour and persistent use despite evidence of harm.  

Based on national prevalence rates
 estimates from PANSI 3.4% of adults aged 18-64 (4.5% of men, 2.3% of women) are predicted to be dependent on drugs. Most dependence was on cannabis only (2.5%), rather than other drugs (0.9%).

Drug use and parenthood is a very sensitive issue. Not all drug services ask about children at assessment, and not all drug users may be prepared to give information about children early on in treatment (for example, for fear of official intervention). Consequently, the levels of missing data on the proportion of clients who are parents are considerable.
There were 1,481 adults in effective treatment in 2008/09, of which 340 (23%) were parents. This is lower than both the regional (26%) and national average (30%) for the same period (NTA
). However, this only represents those who have received treatment, to measure effectiveness drug use in the general population is estimated. For 2008-09 the estimates indicate there are 2,197 problem users
 of opiates and/or crack cocaine (95% confidence interval 1,720 to 2,768) in the 15-64 year-old age group in Devon (NHS NTA Smoothed Prevalence Estimates
). If the percentage of problem users who are parents in the wider population reflects that of the in treatment population then based on the previous methodology it could be estimated that around 250 children had a parent who was an opiates and/or crack cocaine problem drug user and not receiving treatment in 2008-09.
14.3 Mental Health Needs in Parents

Nationally as many as 9 million adults – 1 in 6 of the population – have a diagnosable mental health disorder and around 630,000 are in contact with specialised mental health services
. While no official figures exist, of these, studies have estimated that up to 30 per cent have dependent children and 7 per cent live in lone parent households
.
Common mental disorders (CMDs) are mental conditions that cause marked emotional distress and interfere with daily function, but do not usually affect insight or cognition. They comprise different types of depression and anxiety, and include obsessive compulsive disorder. Based on National prevalence rates
 estimates from PANSI 17.6% of adults (aged 18-64) in Devon have a diagnosable common mental disorder, with women (19.7%) more affected than men (12.5%).

Local data is not currently collated for adults in treatment but a pilot is in place in North Devon from which some information on parental status is likely to be available in Autumn 2010. If the trends in Devon follow National prevalence trends then of the 479,548 adults aged 16-64 an estimated up to 80,000 (16.6%) could have a mental health disorder and up to 24,000 adults (30%) of these could be in families with dependent children (Data warning ESTIMATES).
14.4 Physical and Learning Disabilities in Parents

Parents with disabilities and their children may require additional support
. Based on the results of the Labour Force Survey, about 12 per cent (1.7 million) of Britain’s 14.1 million parents are disabled (this definition of disability includes learning and physical disability as well as mental health and substance misuse) and 1.1 million households with dependent children have at least one disabled parent
. 
Based on National prevalence rates
 estimates from PANSI 10,752 (2.4%) adults aged 18-64 in Devon have a diagnosable learning disability. Of these a predicted 2,409 (0.5%) have a moderate or severe learning disability, this group are likely to be in receipt of support services. The percentage is slightly higher in younger adults due to increased survival rates of young people with severe and complex disabilities. It is not known how many of these adults are parents although a sample across a small number of Devon GP practises in 2009 indentified 1.7% of their clients with LD were parents. If this sample is representative of the wider adult population with LD then we might anticipate around 41 adults in Devon with a moderate or severe learning disability to be parents (Data warning ESTIMATES).
Based on National prevalence rates
 estimates from PANSI 48,996 (11%) adults aged 18-64 in Devon have a moderate (37,417: 8.4%) or severe physical disability (11,579: 2.6%). The percentages are higher in older age groups due to as many disabilities are associated with age, or increase in severity over time. It is not possible at this stage to estimate the number of parents in Devon who are physically disabled.
14.5 Children of Offenders

Having a parent imprisoned is likely to have negative effects on a child’s physical, emotional and social wellbeing, resulting in them being some of the most vulnerable in society. They are at risk of a number of poorer outcomes, including: 

· Three times the risk of anti-social/delinquent behaviour compared to their peers

· Children are often subject to unstable care arrangements

· A higher level of social disadvantage than their peers

· About three times the risk of mental health problems compared to their peers.

· Increased risk of becoming offenders themselves (65% of boys with a convicted parent, go on to offend
)

While there is a strong correlation between poorer outcomes and parental imprisonment, it is not proven that parental imprisonment causes poorer outcomes. 

The Cabinet Office estimated that that there were 160,000 children with a parent in prison in 2005, this represents approximately 1.5% of all children
. Applying the 1.5% prevalence of children whose parents are offenders to Devon's children’s population suggests there are could be approximately 2,400 children aged 0-19 in Devon whose parent may be imprisoned.

The table below was created using a snapshot survey during October 2009 of all prisoners in HMP Channings Wood (Newton Abbot). In addition to this was a survey of new arrivals to HMP Exeter (124 prisoners) during the same period. Collection processes are not yet sufficiently robust at HMP Exeter or HMP Dartmoor to produce any figures other than estimates.

In October 2009 there were 4,293 women in prison nationally. There are no women’s prisons in Devon, the nearest being HMP Eastwood Park (maximum capacity 362) near Bristol meaning that any children needing to visit their mother face at least 90 mile trip from Exeter. According to HM Inspectorate of Prisons typically around 60% of female prisoners are mothers.

These figures represent a snapshot of those offenders who were under supervision by Devon and Cornwall Probation Service as of 25/08/2009. This cohort includes those who have been put on probation rather than being jailed and those who have committed sufficiently serious crimes (such as sexual or extremely violent crimes) and have been released from prison on licence. According to the data collected 355 of the 1854 offenders were living with children at the time of conviction with 56 as the sole adult in households containing children. 
14.6 Refugees, Asylum Seekers and Immigrant Families
These groups experience a range of key socio-economic and health inequalities, compounded by access issues, which may adversely affect their health and wellbeing. As these individuals and families are a disparate group who are typically hard to engage then providing an accurate picture of the numbers living and working in Devon is challenging.

Those with outstanding immigration issues such as asylum seekers, failed asylum seekers or illegal immigrants with temporary leave remain whilst their legal status is being established are required to use Contact Management (signing on at local Police Station either once a week or once a month). Based on the numbers using Contact Management within Devon there are currently (May 2010) 500 people signing with outstanding immigration issues of which approximately 350 are asylum seekers. Some of these 500 are parents but it has not been possible at this stage to identify how many or the number of dependent children in these families.

In addition to those following legal immigration processes, however, there will be some people within Devon that are not known to Immigration. This would be due to the fact that they are working illegally or have overstayed the conditions of entry and not yet come to the forces attention. The number of illegal immigrants living or working in Devon is an unknown quantity. 

15 Stay Safe
15.1 Missing Persons

Young people who go missing are vulnerable to harm; particularly Internet Grooming, Sexual Exploitation, Drug Misuse, Crime, and Educational Disengagement. 

· Around 70%, who go missing are already known to social care; either as a looked after child or with an allocated social worker. 

· During this period all of these missing juveniles were successfully located.

· Most have some involvement in crime (as a victim or a perpetrator), 

· Up to 80% are disengaged in education with poor aspirations

Intervention work by Devon BCU Missing Person Unit with selected young people who have gone missing has been extremly successful in reducing repeated missing insidences, on average by around 60%. 

15.2 Children Referred to Social Services

There were a total of 1065 referrals for December-January 2009, which equates to a rate of 439.4 per 10,000 under 18 population, slightly down on 460.9 for October-November but higher than previous periods in 2008/09.  The cumulative referral rate for 2008/9 so far has increased to 385.9 compared with the 2007/8 outturn of 350.2. 
15.3 Children with a Child Protection Plan
A study conducted in 2000 for the National Society for the Prevention of Cruelty to Children

(NSPCC) based on the childhood experiences of a cohort of 18-24 year olds reported the following findings (Cawson et al, 2000
)

Seven percent of children experience serious physical abuse at the hands of their parents or carers during childhood.

One percent of children experience sexual abuse by a parent or carer and another three percent by another relative during childhood.
Five percent of children experienced sexual abuse by an adult stranger or someone they had just met.

Six percent of children experience serious absence of care at home during childhood.

Six percent of children experience frequent and severe emotional maltreatment during childhood.

Research for the NSPCC indicated that figures are likely to be substantially higher than the number of children with a child protection plan. The figures on for the CPR represent a snapshot of registrations whereas the NSPCC study covers a predicated prevalence across time periods. Abuse is often hidden for periods of time for a variety of reasons and as such remains absent from official records. The number of children with a child protection plan should potentially be used as a minimum benchmark of children at risk of problems as a result of abuse or neglect.

418 children were subject of a child protection plan at 31 March 2010, an increase from 303 children at 31 March 2009, a rise of 38.0%. This equates to a rate of 28.8 per 10,000 under 18 population compared with 20.8 per 10,000 in 2008/09. 16.3% of children becoming subject of a child protection plan in year to 31 March 2010 were doing so for a second or subsequent time.
15.4 Children in Care 

Children in care are much more likely than the general population to have increased health and social care needs.  620 children (a rate of 42.7 per 10,000 under 18 population) were in care to Devon County Council at 31 March 2010, an increase from 539 a year earlier (a 15.0% increase). The most significant rise in numbers since 31 March 2009 is in respect of 16 and 17 year olds, following the 2009 Southwark Judgement: at 31 March 2009 20.8% of Devon's children in care were aged 16-17 years, a year later this percentage had risen to 31.6% of the care population

15.5 Private Fostering

In addition to children in fostering arrangements through a local authority, there are also children and young people in Devon being cared for under private fostering arrangements. A privately fostered child is defined as one under the age of 16 (18 if disabled) who is cared for by someone other than a parent or close relative for more than 28 days as defined in section 105 of the Children Act 1989. Private foster carers may be from an extended family, such as a cousin, a friend of the family, or other non-relative, or someone unknown who has advertised to offer to privately foster a child. Parents and carers have a legal duty to notify the local authority when entering into a private fostering arrangement, despite this legal duty notification rarely happens
.

Privately fostered children are a diverse and potentially vulnerable group. Privately fostered children are diverse and include teenager’s sofa surfing, children sent from abroad to stay with another family whilst undertaking a summer school in Devon and children and young people fostered to allow their parents to work abroad. 29 children were in private fostering arrangements at 30 September 2009; numbers have remained relatively constant throughout the year.

15.6 Unaccompanied Asylum Seeking Children 

The United Nations High Commissioner for Children defines unaccompanied children as: those who are separated from both parents and are not being cared for by an adult who, by law or custom, has the responsibility to do so
. These children may be amongst the most traumatised and vulnerable children known to social services and as such are likely to require complex interventions.
Nationally 3,700 Unaccompanied Asylum Seeking Children started to be looked after during the year ending 31 March 2009, 100 of these in the South West
. This measure has only been subject to statutory reporting since 2009. As of December 2009 there have been less than five recorded cases within Devon. 
15.7 Forced Marriage

A forced marriage is a marriage lacking the free and full consent of both parties where duress is a factor.  Forced marriages are different to arranged marriages.  In an arranged marriage, the family will take the lead in arranging the match but couples have the choice as to whether or not to proceed with the marriage.  With forced marriages there is no choice.  Forced marriage is not condoned by any religion.  It is a form of domestic violence and an abuse of human rights.  Victims of forced marriage are often subjected to physical and emotional abuse and rape
.
There have been two incidents of forced marriage reported to Devon and Cornwall Police (Source D&C Police 2010).
15.8 ‘Honor’ Based Violence

‘Honour’ based violence (HBV) is a collection of practices used to control behaviour within families using the excuse of protecting perceived cultural and religious beliefs and/or ‘honour’.  Women are predominantly (but not exclusively) the victims of HBV
.

There have been two cases of honor based violence reported to Devon and Cornwall Police, and numerous other incidents of violence within a family which could be regarded within this definition (Source D&C Police 2010).
15.9 Female Genital Mutilation (FGM)
Female genital mutilation (FGM) comprises all procedures involving the partial or total removal of the female external genitalia or other injury to the female genital organs for non-medical reasons.  There are four types of FGM ranging from a symbolic prick to the vagina to the fairly extensive removal and narrowing of the vagina opening.  In the UK all forms of FGM are prevalent
.   Many girls and women die from the short term effects of FGM and many more suffer lifelong disability and may die from the long-term effects.
FGM may be performed between the age of a few days through to adolescence or young motherhood. Six to ten years is a commonly selected age.  The figure below lists the difficulties of identifying females at risk of FGM and key risk factors.

Globally the majority of cases of FGM are carried out in 28 African countries. In some countries, (e.g. Egypt, Ethiopia, Somalia and Sudan), prevalence rates can be as high as 98 per cent. In other countries, such as Nigeria, Kenya, Togo and Senegal, the prevalence rates vary between 20 and 50 per cent. It is more accurate however, to view FGM as being practised by specific ethnic groups, rather than by a whole country, as communities practising FGM straddle national boundaries. FGM takes place in parts of the Arabian Peninsula, i.e. Yemen and Oman, and is practised by the Ethiopian Jewish Falashas, some of whom have recently settled in Israel (FORWARD, 2002). It is also reported that FGM is practised among Muslim populations in parts of Malaysia, Pakistan, Iraq, India, Indonesia, United Arab Emirates and the Philippines
.

As a result of immigration and refugee movements, FGM is now being practised by ethnic minority populations in other parts of the world, such as USA, Canada, Europe, Australia and UK. FGM was made illegal in the UK under the 1985 Prohibition of Female Circumcision Act this includes removing a young woman from the country in order to have the procedure performed abroad, and encouraging them to self mutilate. Despite this, evidence suggests that it still takes place.  The majority of those living in UK who have experienced FGM, or are at risk of being cut, come from specific countries mentioned previously or have continuing links to them. While estimations of FGM prevalence are essentially speculative, researchers from FORWARD (an FGM-focused NGO) estimates there are 86,000 first generation immigrant refugee/asylum seeking women and girls in the UK who have undergone FGM and that as many as 6,500 girls are at risk of FGM within the UK every year
. These young women are often taken to their countries of origin so that FGM can be carried out.
There have been no cases of female genital mutilation reported to Devon and Cornwall Police. This is not surprising given that this crime is most unlikely to be reported to the police (Source D&C Police 2010). 
Given the fact that FGM is practised by specific ethnic groups it is not realistic to attempt to provide an estimated prevalence rate for Devon. Of those attending Devon maintained schools around 200 young women’s recorded ethnicity (0.27% of the roll) broadly relates to one of the risk groups (i.e. African or Indian). Further breakdown to determine how many of these young women are from the relevant specific ethnic groups who practise FGM is not possible.
15.10 Domestic Violence and Abuse 

Domestic violence is a major problem for all Children’s Trust Partners. There is a considerable and growing body of research which highlights the significant impact domestic violence has on the health and wellbeing of adults and children. Domestic violence cuts across all agencies and themes, health, housing, crime children and young people.

Domestic Violence is “Any incident of threatening behaviour or abuse (psychological, physical, sexual, financial or emotional) between adults who have been intimate partners or family members, regardless of gender or sexuality”.

Domestic violence also affects those people who are not being directly abused. It harms children, damages family relationships and causes friendships to break down. The costs to the survivor and those around them are extensive.  An analysis of 10 separate domestic violence prevalence studies by the Council of Europe showed that 1 in 4 women experience domestic violence over their lifetimes, and between 6-10% of women suffer domestic violence in a given year (Council of Europe, 2002). The issue of children living with domestic violence is now recognised as a matter for concern in its own right by both Government and key children’s services agencies.  In approximately 50-60% of domestic violence cases there is also child abuse involving the same abusive partner.  Domestic violence has been identified as a key cause of miscarriage or still birth and of death during childbirth. Pregnancy is often a time where domestic violence either begins or intensifies. One study found that that 30% of domestic violence starts during pregnancy (Lewis et al 2001). National statistics show that up to one third of child protection registrations result from children experiencing or witnessing domestic violence. Nationally nearly three quarters of children subject to child protection plans live in households where domestic violence occurs
.  Serious injury or deaths occur as a consequence of domestic violence (Reder and Duncan, 1999
).
The three central imperatives of any intervention for children living with domestic violence are:

· To protect the children

· To empower the victim to protect themselves and their children

· To hold the abusive partner accountable for their violence and provide them with opportunities to change

One of the key pieces of information available on Domestic Abuse are statistics collected by police on reported Domestic Abuse incidents, although it should be noted that as the vast majority of cases are not reported, this only represents a small proportion of domestic abuse cases.  Research commissioned by the Devon Domestic Violence Partnership applying accepted prevalence levels, estimated the real scale of the problem would mean that there are something like 33,000 incidents occurring in Devon each year compared to a reported rate of close to 9,000. 
Over the last three financial years there were almost 27,000 reported incidents over the three year period, with over 13,000 with children present.  Children were present at just under half of all domestic abuse incidents. The number of reported incidents has increased in recent years, and now stands at around 800 per month. The number of incidents where children are present is also increasing, standing at just below 400 per month in 2009/10.

2,847 of domestic abuse crimes were brought to justice by Devon district for the last three years.  Given that the 27,000 incidents reported to police in the same period only represent the tip of the iceberg for domestic abuse, this highlights that only a very small proportion of cases end in prosecution and remediation.
In 2009/10 almost a quarter of reported violent crime incidents in Devon were domestic violence related, with the highest proportions seen in East Devon (28.1%) and West Devon (26.3%), and the lowest seen in Exeter (17.9%), where the overall violent crime is higher than the other districts. Across England and Wales 14% of violent crime is domestic (Home Office, 2010
), giving Devon a substantially higher proportion of domestic related violent crime.
Among women, risks of domestic violence do not differ significantly by ethnic origin: about 4% of women of all ethnic groups said that they had been a victim of domestic violence in 1995 (Home Office Research Study 191, 1999
). 
15.11 Family Support Services

The Table below identifies level 3 complex cases receiving services from Social Care Family Support Services. These are families not children so actual numbers of children reach is likely to be higher.

15.12 Young Homelessness

In common with the trends across England, there has been a reduction in the number of young people to whom housing authorities accept a homeless duty to. This reduction stems from a change in practice using prevention methods and resources to resolve homelessness. It does not mean that youth homelessness has been resolved or that young people are no longer in housing need (Children’s Trust Housing Steering Group
, 2008).  What it does mean though is Housing Authorities and Local Authorities now see that to resolve homelessness in the long term it is more than just putting a roof over a young person’s head, that a package of holistic support is necessary to ensure a young person has a better opportunity for a successful transition into adulthood.

Young Homeless becoming Children In Care

The House of Lords Judgment on the case R(G) v Southwark LB has led to a legal clarification concerning which statutory agency has the legal responsibility for housing and supporting 16and 17 year olds who are homeless. The judgement confirmed that local authorities should presume that any lone, homeless child should be provided with accommodation under section 20 of the Children Act 1989 unless the child is not in the local authority judgment, a child “in need”.   

The total number CYPS would potentially have been accommodating under section 20 in 08/09 would have been: 131 16/17 year olds.  However in the same year 302 young people returned home or made the their own arrangements, supported by housing authorities and the Voluntary sector, without making a homeless application or needing supported housing/lodgings. From June 2009- Dec 2009 CYPS accommodated 67 young homeless people under section 20 of the Children Act 1989. Whilst the figure of 131 reflects the number of young people who the Housing Authorities provided accommodation for it also looks set to reflect the number that CYPS may have to accommodate under the Southwark Ruling. However, not all the young people who are looked after will qualify for a service from the care leaver’s teams as they may not spend 13 weeks or more “looked after”.

· Relationship breakdown/ parental eviction were cited as the main reason for homelessness (58%). This echoes the findings in the DCLG research which reported relationship breakdown as the cause of homelessness in 70% of cases amongst 16-17 year olds (DCLG
, 2007).  
· 27 young people became homeless due to fleeing violence, recently the NSPCC have released data on the numbers of teenagers experiencing violent relationships nationally, suggesting violence is a significant issue in the lives of vulnerable young people

· Out of the 295 young people who presented as homeless, 64 were supported to stay at home/remain in placement without Social Work intervention

· Out of the 295 young people who presented as homeless, 76 moved into supported lodgings and supported housing

15.13 Homelessness and Risk of Homelessness in Families

The table below sets out the number of households found to be eligible by Local Authorities (under the Housing Act 1996) across Devon for assistance, being unintentionally homeless and in priority need between July 2008 and June 2009 (col 1). It then sets out how many of these households had dependent children both as a number (col 2) and as a percentage (col 3). The table also shows how many households were living in temporary accommodation between July 2008 and June 2009 (col 4), and again how many of these households had dependent children as a number (col 5), and as a percentage (col 6). 

Temporary accommodation refers to accommodation arranged by the Local Authority for example in Bed & Breakfasts, Hostels, Local Authority accommodation and Private Sector accommodation. Dependent children is defined as 0 - 16, or 0 - 18 if the child(ren) are still dependent (i.e. in FT training).

15.14 Young Offenders 

The Devon Youth Offending Team worked with 1402 youth offenders in 2008, of these 860 of these were first time offenders (In 2009 the number of first time offenders dropped to 635), 400 repeat offenders and 142 were persistent offenders.  The total client numbers for Devon YOT includes 55 youth offenders who are not included in the district figures. This exclusion is either due to residency outside the DCC area; the address provided not being recognised (e.g. incorrect postcode); or the offender being recorded as “No Fixed Abode”.

15.15 Youth Anti Social Behaviour

Information on Youth Anti Social Behaviour in Devon (YSAB)
 represents a summary of a report by Strategic Intelligence using the latest available police data log. The police log data on YASB is taken from the log data on all Anti Social Behaviour (ASB) in Devon for the period 1st April 2007 to 31st March 2008. The data extracted for this profile has been that which falls into the categories, as indicated by the value in the field Tertiary Qualifier on the log, that broadly define rowdy, nuisance or inconsiderate behaviour. The actual identity of the perpetrator is not known so the age is based on the viewpoint of the reporting person.  This introduces an element of subjectivity that it is not possible to counter. 

· There were 31,231 incidents of ASB in 2007/08, of which 11,090 were identified as youth related

· The highest levels of Youth ASB were in Exeter, with 2,542 incidents (23% of the total), Teignbridge (1,998, 18%) and North Devon (1,657, 15%)

· West Devon (568, 5%) and Torridge (778, 7%) experienced the lowest levels

· Using the rate of incidents per head of population aged 10-17, Exeter still experienced the highest level of Youth ASB with a rate of 26.32 incidents per 100 head. This represented a relative level of 22% compared to the rates in each district 

· North Devon remained at about the same level using this measure (17.15, 14%), Teignbridge showed a less significant level (16.05, 13%)

· West Devon and Torridge, districts with the lowest levels of population of aged 10-17, each showed a relative increase using this measure, showing levels of 9% and 10% respectively

· Using the IMD index, LSOAs in Band 1 experienced 3,091 incidents, approximately five times as many incidents as the number experienced by LSOAs in Band 9 (603)
· Using the IDACI index, LSOAs in Band 1 experienced 2,903 incidents, just under five times as many incidents as the number experienced by areas in Band 9 (597)
